Following the District Council Elections held on 4 May 2023, to
inform the Council of the political composition of the Council and
to consider proposals for the allocation of seats on Committees to
Political Groups, as required by Council Procedure Rule No. 1.1.2.

Purpose of Report

That the Council agree the allocation of seats to Political Groups in
accordance with Appendix A to the report.

That appointments to Committees be made as advised at the

Recommendations meeting.

That the terms of reference for the Board of Trustees of the
Gilstrap Charity be amended as set out at paragraph 2.4 to the
report.

To ensure the Council complies with Section 15 of the Local
Government and Housing Act 1989 and the Local Government
(Committees and Political Groups) Regulations 1990.

Reason for
Recommendation

1.0 Background

1.1. Section 15 of the Local Government and Housing Act 1989 requires the Council to
consider the political composition of the Council. The Act, together with Local
Government (Committees and Political Groups) Regulations 1990, require local
authorities to allocate seats on Committees of a local authority on a proportional basis,
in accordance with the number of seats on the Council held by each political group.

2.0 Proposal

2.1 Following the elections on 4 May 2023, the seats held by each Group on the Council are
now as follows:

No. of Seats
Conservative 14
Labour 11
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Independents for Newark 8

Liberal Democrat 3
Newark & Sherwood District 2
Independents

Independent N/A 1

2.2 Under the Leader / Executive model of governance only certain Committees are
required to reflect the political balance. There are a total of 77 seats on Committees

which must comply with political balance rules as follows:

Committee No. of Members
Policy & Performance Improvement Committee 15
Planning Committee 15
Licensing Committee 15
General Purposes Committee 15
Audit & Governance Committee 12
Board of Gilstrap Trustees 5
Total 77 seats

c) The number of seats allocated on Committees to each Political Group is

2.3 The proposed allocation of seats on Committees to each political group is set out in
the matrix which is attached as Appendix A to the report.

2.4 The terms of reference for the Board of the Trustees of the Gilstrap Charity restricts
membership to Newark Ward Members, however this means it is not possible to meet
the political balance requirements following the result of the 4 May 2023 elections.
Therefore, it is proposed to make a minor amendment to the terms of reference for
the Board in the Council’s Constitution to state that membership is restricted to
Newark Ward Members, subject to political proportionality rules.

2.5 Schedules of appointments to Committees have been forwarded to Group Leaders,
based on the calculations made.
